Game and Training Locations

 Practice locations and times are set by the coach, but all games will be played at the Lancaster Soccer complex on E. Main St.

Game/Practice schedules will be emailed to coaches once they become available.  It is the coach’s responsibility to disburse the schedule to each player.  FUSA will also upload schedules onto our website.  When looking at the schedule, any dates followed by a “P” signify a practice that has been scheduled at the Lancaster Soccer Complex on E. Main St. This allows each team an allotted time to practice on a regulation size soccer field.  Any dates not annotated with a “P” are regularly scheduled games that will be held at the Lancaster Soccer Complex.

Game cancellations are posted on the Lancaster Park and Rec website.  If you feel that games may be canceled due to weather conditions, please check the Lancaster Park and Rec website.  FUSA will do its best to notify coaches ASAP via email if games are canceled.

Fees
FUSA fees are based on players per household.  FUSA will charge a $30.00 fee for any returned payments.  All fees are non-refundable.
Forms
All players must have a completed Lindsey’s Law Form, Release Form and a Parents Code of Conduct Acknowledgement on file.  These are completed during the registration process. Team/Individual Pictures
Every season, players are invited to participate in our team/individual pictures.  Once a picture date has been established, the information will be provided to coaches. Prior to arriving at pictures, we ask that each player print and complete and order form.  Check and Cash are accepted for pictures.
Player Placement

Special Requests

We would like to remind you that FUSA does it's best to honor requests for player/team assignments, however, requests cannot always be honored.  Coaches/Sponsors do not have the authority to request players.  Any special requests must be completed by a parent/guardian during the registration process.  
Jerseys

Once the jerseys have been received by FUSA, coaches will be notified via email.  FUSA will give dates/times that jerseys will be available for pick up.  It is the coach’s responsibility to pick up the uniforms and disburse them to each player.  Each player will receive a jersey and a pair of socks that are to be worn for games.  If there is a problem with a jersey, please contact FUSA, via email, immediately.  

Equipment

The proper equipment is essential for a successful soccer season.  The following equipment items are NOT provided to players by FUSA:

· Shin guards-All players are required to wear shin guards to practices and games.

· Cleats-soccer cleats are required-metal cleats are prohibited

· Soccer balls-it is recommended that each player bring their own ball to practice/games.  Size requirements are:

· D1 (Boys & Girls)-size 3

· D2 (Boys & Girls)- size 3

· D3 (Boys & Girls)-size 4

· D4 (Coed)- size 4

· Water-players should bring water to every practice and game

· Cold weather clothes-players are permitted to wear additional clothing under their uniforms during colder weather.

*It is our suggestion that all equipment be clearly marked with the player’s name.
